Phone Discount for Low Income 

There are several programs that provide assistance with paying your phone bill. The 

Lifeline program is federally funded and will provide a credit of up to $9.13 each month 

on your phone bill. To be eligible, you must be enrolled in one of the following pro-

grams: 

¶ Medicaid  

¶ Food Support (food stamps) 

¶ Minnesota Family Investment Program 
(MFIP) 

¶ Supplemental Security Income (SSI) 

¶ Federal Public Housing Assistance 

¶ Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Pro-
gram (LIHEAP) 

If you qualify for Lifeline credit, you will also qual-

ify for the Telephone Assistance Plan (TAP). This program offers an additional $1.75 

monthly discount on your phone bill.
