Federated utilizes the  
services of Onvoyõs Operator Service Center located in Chokio to answer the phone 
while our offices are closed.

Follow these steps before you call for repairs:  
1. Unplug all customer owned equipment, such as cordless phones, computers, and fax 

machines. Often times, removing this type of equipment from the phone jack will reset 
the phone line.  

2. Test your line using a different telephone if possible. Did the problem go away?  
3. If the problem goes away, the customer owned equipment has caused the problem.  
4. Repeat this process with all customer owned equipment.  
5. If the problem still exists after removing all of your own equipment, the cause may be 

with the wiring inside the walls of your home or business, or it may be with the line 
coming into the building.  

6. If the problem is with the wiring and the customer does not have a Maintenance of In-
side Wiring Agreement, the customer is responsible for the repair costs. With the 
Maintenance of Inside Wiring Agreement, Federated will make the necessary repairs, 
free of charge.
